1. The Hall will be open for entering and staging exhibits on Friday from 7.00 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. and Saturday, 8.00 am to 10.15 am.

2. Exhibitors will receive class cards prior to staging their exhibits.

3. Horticultural exhibits must be pest and disease free

4. The variety of all exhibits should be named on exhibitor's cards where possible, and must have been the property of the exhibitor for not less than three months prior to the show. All exhibits must be pest and disease free.

5. Judging will commence at 10.15 am by recognised independent judges appointed by the committee and their decision will be final.

6. Judges reserve the right to withhold the prizes where they consider the exhibit not worthy of an award.

7. The points awarded will be: 1st - 4points, 2nd - 2 points, 3rd - 1 point. In the event of a tie the exhibitor with most first prizes wins.

8. Objections, if any, must be made to the Show Secretary not later than 3.00 p.m. in writing and with a deposit of 50p which will be returned if the objection is sustained.

9. The Society shall not be responsible for any accident, damage or loss to any exhibit or exhibitor.

10. Vases will be provided by the Society to stage exhibits.

11. Doors will be open to the public at 2.00 p.m. and close at 5.00 p.m. 

12. No exhibit may be removed before 4.45 p.m. Any exhibit not claimed will be sold and proceeds used to further the aims of the Society.

13. Exhibitors can collect prize money between 3.00 and 4.30 p.m.

Prize cards are to remain on the bench to the end of the Show at 4.45pm.

14. Trophies must be returned to the Show Secretary SIX WEEKS before the following year's Show. 

15. The Show Committee has the power to deal with all matters not provided for in these rules.

16. The "L MARKHAM SILVER GOBLET" will be awarded to novices who have not won a First Prize at any Horticultural Show. Please indicate whether novice on the entry form.

NOTES FOR EXHIBITORS


Please read the schedule carefully: your exhibit must comply with it. Is it in the correct class? If the class states six beans, five or seven will not do.


Check that pots are clean and the correct size (pot size is measured as internal top diameter). Use standard round types and avoid commercial, fancy or outer pots.


If you use any plant support it should blend in with the plant. Ties should be neat.


Pick your best blooms. They should be free from leaf and petal damage. Carefully remove any damaged leaves. Make sure your exhibits are pest and disease free.


Caterpillars don’t win points.


Wash and gently dry vegetables. Where more than one vegetable is shown aim for even sizes,
(e.g. Class 57 Five Potatoes). 

In the Heaviest Onion Class trim roots to heel plate and cut the top to a measure (the tube from a loo roll). 


In the Domestic Section do not use jars or tops with commercial names or logos on them. Label jars with contents and date.

Please note there are trophies for the best Novice. New exhibitors have won a number of prizes at their first attempt. Come along and have a go.   

If you have any doubts please ask.
